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Past Perfect Tense
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Structures

Affirmative Sentence: Subject + had + verb 3
Negative Sentence: Subject + had +not + verb 3
Interrogative Sentence: Had + Subject + verb 37

Examples: Atom had_gone to school.
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(Subject + had+ Verb 3)

(Subject + Verb 2)
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Examples:

They (go) out for a walk after they (eat) dinner.
