Water has always been essential for human existence Before the agricultural

revolution, water was needed for drinking and for fishing. With the agricultural revolution,
humans began to settle and relied more on farming than hunting for food. Farmers dug
wells and ditches to irrigate crops and built walls to protect their farms against floods.
Ancient civilizations used water to power mills to grind wheat and also built canals,
aqueducts and pipes to transport water. The industrial revolution in the late 1700s triggered
the development of new technology in areas such as water supply, sewage disposal,
hydroelectric power and pollution control.

The Great Pacific Garbage Patch is often described as being ’larger than Texas:

but it cannot be seen from space, as it is often claimed. The Garbage Patch was first
discovered in 1997 by yachtsman Charles Moore as he was sailing. Oceanographer Curtis
Ebbesmeyer, who is known for having tracked rubber duck bath toys and Nike tennis shoes
across the oceans, gave the Garbage Patch its name. There is now a $32 million clean-up
campaign which was started by Boyan Slat from the Netherlands. This campaign is called the
Ocean Cleanup.
